*Original ID proof must be kept with you all the time. You can be asked to show it at any time. 

 
EXAM PROCEDURE 

*The exam will begin with the written exam (Compréhension orale, Compréhension orale écrite and 
Expression écrite – Listening, Reading Writing). The written exam will be held in Classroom n° 11. 

Seating lists will be pasted on the display boards and the door of the exam room. Your name and roll 
number will be pasted on the chairs. At the start of the exam, you will be asked to sign attendance 
sheets. Any error in name / surname / date of birth / place of birth / nationality must be corrected 
immediately. Later on, any correction to be made may cost money. 
Roll numbers with name, surname, place of birth and nationality will also be put up on our website.  

*All candidates must answer the paper using only BLUE PEN or BLACK PEN. Papers answered using a 
pencil will not be checked. 

*The duration of the written exam is 45 minutes. 5 minutes of pause will be given between each section. 

*Candidates are not allowed to communicate with each other during the exam. Any candidate found 
talking to another student will be asked to leave the hall. Cheating or any attempt to cheat during the 
exams will entail a penalty. A report will be sent to the French Institute in India/French Embassy in India 
which will be forwarded to France Education International, Ministry of Education In France. Depending on 
the seriousness of the offence you risk being barred from DELF exams for of 1 to 5 years 

* The candidate will remain in the classroom once the exam is over. 10 minutes break will be given. No 
student will go outside the building or leave the Alliance premises.  

At 2.00 pm Production orale – Speaking will be held in room n° 11. The candidate will be asked to sign 
an attendance sheet again. Any error in name / surname / date of birth / place of birth must be 
corrected immediately.  

*The candidate will have 15 minutes for speaking. The candidate will leave the Alliance premises once the 
speaking part is over. The exam will finish by 3.15 pm. Parents / Guardians are requested to be in the 
Alliance at 2.15 pm, time when the first candidate will finish the speaking part of the exam. 

N.B.: You will be under video surveillance throughout the exam

WHAT IS NOT PERMITTED IN THE EXAMINATION HALL: 

1. Bags, books, opaque pencil or pen case: you can carry your pen(s)/pencil(s)/ eraser(s) / ID proof in 
your hand.
